Camp David Accords

Muhammad Anwar d-Sadat, President of the Arab Republic of Egypt, and Menachem
Begin, Prime Miniger of Israd, met with Jmmy Carter, Presdent of the United States
of America, & Camp David from September 5 to September 17, 1978, and have
agreed on the following framework for peace in the Middle East. They invite other
parties to the Arab-1srael conflict to adheretoit.

Preamble
The search for peace in the Middle East must be guided by the following:

The agreed basis for a peaceful settlement of the conflict between Isradl and
its neighbors is United Nations Security Council Resolution 242, in dl its
parts.

After four wars during 30 years, despite intensve human efforts, the Middle
Eadt, which is the cradle of civilization and the birthplace of three great
religions, does not enjoy the blessings of peace. The people of the Middle East
yearn for peace s0 that the vast human and naturd resources of the region can
be turned to the pursuits of peace and so that this area can become amodd for
coexistence and cooperation among nations.

The hidoric initigive of Presdent Sadat in visting Jerusdem and the
reception accorded to him by the parliament, government and people of Israd,
and the reciprocd vidt of Prime Miniger Begin to lsamailia, the peace
proposads made by both leaders, as well as the warm reception of these
missons by the peoples of both countries, have crested an unprecedented
opportunity for peace which must not be logt if this generation and future
generations are to be spared the tragedies of war.

The provisons of the Charter of the United Nations and the other accepted
norms of international law and legitimacy now provide accepted standards for
the conduct of relations among al Sates.

To achieve a rdationshp of peace, in the spirit of Articde 2 of the United
Nations Charter, future negotiations between Isragl and any neighbor prepared
to negotiate peace and security with it are necessary for the purpose of
carrying out dl the provisons and principles of Resolutions 242 and 338.

Peace requires respect for the sovereignty, territorid integrity and politica
independence of every date in the area and ther right to live in peace within
secure and recognized boundaries free from threats or acts of force. Progress
toward that god can accelerate movement toward a new era of reconciliation
in the Middle East maked by cooperation in promoting economic
development, in maintaining sability and in assuring security.

Security is enhanced by a reaionship of peace and by cooperation between
nations which enjoy norma rdations. In addition, under the terms of peace
tregties, the parties can, on the bass of reciprocity, agree to specia security



arangements such as demilitarized zones, limited armaments aess, ealy
warning dations, the presence of internationa forces, liaison, agreed measures
for monitoring and other arrangements that they agree are useful.

Framework

Taking these factors into account, the parties are determined to reach a jud,
comprenensve, and durable setlement of the Middle East conflict through the
concluson of peace tredties based on Security Council resolutions 242 and 338 in dl
their parts. Their purpose is to achieve peace and good neighborly relations. They
recognize that for peace to endure, it must involve dl those who have been most
deeply affected by the conflict. They therefore agree that this framework, as
appropriate, is intended by them to conditute a bass for peace not only between
Egypt and Isradl, but adso between Isad and each of its other neighbors which is
prepared to negotiate peace with Isragl on this basis. With that objective in mind, they
have agreed to proceed asfollows:

A. West Bank and Gaza

1. Egypt, Isadl, Jordan and the representatives of the Pdegtinian people should
paticipate in negotiagions on the resolution of the Pdedinian problem in dl its
aspects. To achieve that objective, negotiations relating to the West Bank and Gaza
should proceed in three stages:

a Egypt and Igad agree that, in order to ensure a peaceful and orderly
transfer of authority, and taking into account the security concerns of dl the
parties, there should be trangtiona arrangements for the West Bank and Gaza
for a period not exceeding five years. In order to provide full autonomy to the
inhabitants, under these arangements the Isradi military government and its
cvilian adminidration will be withdrawvn as soon as a sdf-governing authority
has been fredy dected by the inhabitants of these areas to replace the existing
military government. To negoticte the deals of a trangtiond arangement,
Jordan will be invited to join the negotiations on the bass of this framework.
These new arrangements should give due consderation both to the principle of
sdf-government by the inhabitants of these territories and to the legitimae
security concerns of the parties involved.

b. Egypt, Isad, and Jordan will agree on the moddities for establishing
elected sdf-governing authority in the West Bank and Gaza The ddegations
of Egypt and Jordan may include Pdedinians from the West Bank and Gaza
or other Pdedinians as mutudly agreed. The paties will negotiatle an
agreement which will define the powers and responghbilities of the sdf-
governing authority to be exercised in the West Bank and Gaza. A withdrawa
of lsraeli amed forces will take place and there will be a redeployment of the
remaning lsaeli forces into specified security locations. The agreement will
ds incdude arangements for assuring internd and external security and
public order. A drong loca police force will be edablished, which may
include Jordanian citizens. In addition, Igadi and Jordanian forces will
participate in joint patrols and in the manning of control posts to assure the
security of the borders.



c. When the sdf-governing authority (adminidrative council) in the West
Bank and Gaza is edtablished and inaugurated, the trandtiona period of five
years will begin. As soon as possible, but not later than the third year after the
beginning of the trangtiona period, negotiations will teke place to determine
the find datus of the West Bank and Gaza and its rdationship with its
neighbors and to conclude a peace treaty between Isragl and Jordan by the end
of the trangtionad period. These negotiations will be conducted among Egypt,
Israel, Jordan and the dected representatives of the inhabitants of the West
Bank and Gaza. Two separate but related committees will be convened, one
committee, congging of representatives of the four paties which will
negotiate and agree on the find datus of the West Bank and Gaza, and its
relationship with its neighbors and the second committee, consisting of
representatives of lsrad and representatives of Jordan to be joined by the
elected representatives of the inhabitants of the West Bank and Gaza, to
negotiate the peace treaty between Isragl and Jordan, taking into account the
agreement reached in the find daus of the West Bank and Gaza The
negotiations shal be based on dl the provisons and principles of UN Security
Council Resolution 242. The negotiations will resolve, among other meatters,
the location of the boundaries and the nature of the security arrangements. The
solution from the negotiations must dso recognize the legitimate right of the
Pdedinian peoples and their just requirements. In this way, the Pdedtinians
will participate in the determination of their own future through:

i. The negotiations among Egypt, Israd, Jordan and the representatives
of the inhabitants of the West Bank and Gaza to agree on the find
datus of the West Bank and Gaza and other outstanding issues by the
end of the trangtiond period.

ii. Submitting thelir agreements to a vote by the eected representatives
of the inhabitants of the West Bank and Gaza.

iii. Providing for the eected representatives of the inhabitants of the
Wes Bank and Gaza to decide how they shdl govern themsdves
consistent with the provisions of their agreement.

iv. Participating as dated aove in the work of the committee
negotiating the peace treaty between Israd and Jordan.

d. All necessry measures will be taken and provisons made to assure the
security of Israd and its neighbors during the trangtiona period and beyond.
To assg in providing such security, a srong loca police force will be
condituted by the sdf-governing authority. It will be composed of inhabitants
of the West Bank and Gaza The police will mantan liason on internd
security matters with the designated Isragli, Jordanian, and Egyptian officers.

e. During the trangtional period, representatives of Egypt, Israd, Jordan, and
the sdf-governing authority will conditute a continuing committee to decide
by agreement on the moddities of admisson of persons digplaced from the
West Bank and Gaza in 1967, together with necessary measures to prevent
disruption and disorder. Other matters of common concern may aso be dedt
with by this committee.



f. Egypt and Israd will work with each other and with other interested parties
to esablish agreed procedures for a prompt, just and permanent
implementation of the resolution of the refugee problem.

B. Egypt-1srael

1. Egypt-lsradl undertake not to resort to the threst or the use of force to settle
disputes. Any disputes shdl be settled by peaceful means in accordance with the
provisons of Article 33 of the U.N. Charter.

2. In order to achieve peace between them, the parties agree to negotiate in good faith
with a goad of conduding within three months from the sgning of the Framework a
peace treaty between them while inviting the other parties to the conflict to proceed
gmultaneoudy to negotiste and conclude smilar peece tregties with a view the
achieving a comprehensive peece in the area. The Framework for the Concluson of a
Peace Treaty between Egypt and Israd will govern the peace negotiations between
them. The paties will agree on the moddities and the timetable for the
implementation of their obligations under the treety.

C. Asociated Principles

1. Egypt and lsad date that the principles and provisons described below should
apply to peace tredties between Isradl and each of its neighbors - Egypt, Jordan, Syria
and Lebanon.

2. Sgnatories shdl establish among themsalves relaionships normd to dtates at peace
with one another. To this end, they should undertake to abide by dl the provisons of
the U.N. Charter. Stepsto be taken in this respect include:

a full recognition;

b. abolishing economic boycotts;

C. guaranteeing that under ther jurisdiction the citizens of the other parties
shall enjoy the protection of the due process of law.

3. Signatories should explore possibilities for economic development in the context of
find peace treaties, with the objective of contributing to the amosphere of peace,
cooperation and friendship whichistheir common god.

4. Clams commissons may be established for the mutud sattlement of dl financid
dams

5. The United States shdl be invited to participate in the talks on matters related to the
moddities of the implementation of the agreements and working out the timetable for
the carrying out of the obligations of the parties.

6. The United Nations Security Council shdl be requested to endorse the peace
treaties and ensure that their provisons shdl not be violated. The permanent members
of the Security Council shal be requested to underwrite the peace tregties and ensure
repect or the provisons. They shdl be requested to conform their policies and
actions with the undertaking contained in this Framework.

Framework for the Conclusion of a Peace Treaty between Egypt and | sradl
In order to achieve peace between them, Isragl and Egypt agree to negotiate in good
fath with a god of concluding within three months of the sgning of this framework a
peece treaty between them:
It is agreed that:

The dte of the negatiations will be under a United Nations flag a a location or
locations to be mutuadly agreed.

All of the principles of U.N. Resolution 242 will gpply in this resolution of the
dispute between Israd and Egypt.

Unless othewise mutualy agreed, terms of the peace tresty will be
implemented between two and three years after the peace treaty is sSigned.

The following matters are agreed between the parties:

1. The full exercise of Egyptian sovereignty up to the internaiondly
recognized border between Egypt and mandated Palestine;

2. the withdrawa of |sradi armed forces from the Sinai;

3. the use of arfidds left by the Israglis near a-Arish, Rafah, Ras enrNagb,
and Sham d-Shekh for dvilian purposes only, incduding posshle
commercid use only by dl nations,

4. the right of free mssage by ships of Israd through the Gulf of Suez and the
Suez Cand on the basis of the Congantinople Convention of 1888 applying to
dl ndions, the Strait of Tiran and Gulf of Agaba are internaiond waterways
to be open to dl nations for unimpeded and nonsuspendable freedom of
navigation and overflight;

5. the condruction of a highway between the Sna and Jordan near Eilat with
guaranteed free and peaceful passage by Egypt and Jordan; and

6. the stationing of military forces listed below.



Stationing of Forces

No more than one divison (mechanized or infantry) of Egyptian armed forces will be

daioned within an area lying gpproximately 50 km. (30 miles) east of the Gulf of
Suez and the Suez Candl.

Only United Nations forces and civil police equipped with light wegpons to perform
normd police functions will be daioned within an area lying west of the internationa
border and the Gulf of Agaba, varying in width from 20 km. (12 miles) to 40 km. (24
miles).

In the area within 3 km. (1.8 miles) east of the international border there will be
Igadi limited military forces not to exceed four infantry baitdions and United
Nations observers.

Border patrol units not to exceed three battalions will supplement the civil police in
maintaining order in the area not included above.

The exact demarcation of the above areas will be as decided during the peace
negotiations.

Ealy waning ddaions may exigs to insure compliance with the terms of the
agreement.

United Nations forces will be stationed:

1. in pat of the aea in the Sna lying within aout 20 km. of the
Mediterranean Sea and adjacent to the internationa border, and

2. in the Sharm d-Sheikh area to insure freedom of passage through the Strait
of Tiran; and these forces will not be removed unless such remova is
aoproved by the Security Council of the United Nations with a unanimous
vote of the five permanent members.

After a peece treaty is dgned, and &fter the interim withdrawva is complete, norma
relations will be esablished between Egypt and Israd, including full recognition,
including diplomatic, economic and culturd rddions termination of economic
boycotts and bariers to the free movement of goods and people, and mutud
protection of citizens by the due process of law.

[ nterim Withdrawal

Between three months and nine months after the sgning of the peace treaty, al Isadi
forces will withdraw east of a line extending from a point eest of El-Arish to Ras
Muhammad, the exact location of thisline to be determined by mutua agreement.
