Federal Governmentsand the EZLN, in respect of Point 1.3 of the Rules of
Procedure’,

gemming from the firg pat of the Resolutive Plenary Meeting on the topic of Indigenous
Rightsand Culture

A. The Feded Government, through its delegation, expresses its acoeptance of sad
documents.

B. The EZLN, through its delegation, expresses its acceptance of sad documents. In
regard to the issues on which it formulated, a the sesson on February 14, 1996 of this
second pat of the Resolutive Plenary Meeting, proposals for additions and subgtitutions
or diminations in the text of same in accordance with the results of the consultations
caried out by the EZLN, it expresses the following:

1. The ddegdtion of the EZLN indgs in pointing out the lack of solution to the
grave ndiond agrarian problem, and the need to amend Artide 27 of the
Condtitution, which should reflect the spirit of Emiliano Zgpata, summarized in
two basc demands the land beongs to those who work it, and Land and
Freedom. (Document 2 “Joint proposals that the Federd Government and the
EZLN agree to submit to nationa debaing and decisonmeking bodies, in respect
of point 1.4 of the Rules of Procedure’, page 11, paragraph 5, “Condtitutiona and
Legd Amendments’, subparagraph B.)

2. With regard to sustainable development, the delegation of the EZLN congders
it inqufficdent for the government to compersate indigenous peoples for damege
caused on ther lands and territories, once the damage has been caused. There is a
need to develop a palicy of true sudtainability that preserves the lands, territories
and naturd resources of indigenous peoples, in short, that takes into account the
socid cods of deveopment projects. (Document 1 “Joint declaration that the
Fedad Government and the EZLN shdl submit to nationd debating and
decisonmaking bodies’, page 3, in the aubtitte “Princples of the new
rlaionship” subparagraph 2.)

3. In regard to the topic Situation, Rights and Culture of Indigenous Women, the
delegation of the EZLN condders the present points of agreement insufficient.
Owing to the triple oppresson suffered by indigenous women, as women, as
indigenous persons and as poor persons, they demand the building of a new
netional society, with ancother economic, political, socid and culturd modd  that
incdudes dl Mexicans, both women and men. (Document 3.2 “Actions and



measures for Chigpas. mmitments and joint proposas of the State and Federd
Governments and the EZLN”, page 9.)

4. In generd terms the delegation of the EZLN congders it necessary thdt, in eech
cax, the times and terms in which the agreements should be put into practice be
specified and that, to that end, the indigenous peoples and the pertinent authorities
should program and schedule their implementation by mutua accord.

5. With regard to guarantees of full access to judice, the delegaion of the EZLN
condders that the need to gppoint interpreters in dl trids and lawslits involving
indigenous persons should not be ignored, ensuring that sad interpreters are
expresdy accepted by the accused and that they know the language and are
familiar with the indigenous cultve and legd sysgem. (Document 2 “Joint
proposas that the Federd Government and the EZLN agree to submit to nationd
debeting and decisonrmaking bodies, in regpect of point 1.4 of the Rules of
Procedure’, page 6, subtitle “ Guarantees of full accessto judtice’.

6. The ddegation of the EZLN condders it essentid that legidation be passed to
protect the rights of migrants, both indigenous and non-indigenous within and
outdde nationd borders (Document 1 “Joint declardtion that the Federd
Governmeat and the EZLN shdl submit to nationd debating and decigon-meking
bodies’, page 5, point 8, subtitle “ Protecting indigenous migrants’.)

7. In order to grengthen the municipdities, the delegation of the EZLN condders
that explidt commitments by the government are required to guarantee ther
access to adeguate infrastructure, training and economic resources. (Document 2
“Joint proposds that the Federd Government and the EZLN agree to submit to
national debating and decisonrmaking bodies, in respect of point 1.4 of the Rules
of Procedure’, page 3.)

8. With regad to the communications media, the ddegation of the EZLN
condders it necessary that access be guaranteed to reidble, timely and sufficient
infformation on the govenments activites as wdl as access by indigenous
peoples to exiding communications media, and that the right of indigenous
peoples to have their own communications media (radio broadcadting, televison,
telephone, press, fax, communication radios, computers and sadlite access) be
guaranteed. (Document 2 “Joint proposds that the Federd Government and the
EZLN agree to submit to nationa debaing and decisonrmaking bodies, in respect
of point 14 of the Rules of Procedure’, page 9, point 8 “Communications
media’.)

C. In regad to the pats of the documents to which subparagreph B refers, both
delegaions agree that, a the time tha they identify by common accord during the
didogue, they shdl exhaust negotiation efforts on same.



D. The paties shdl submit to nationd debating and decison-making bodies and to other
pertinent bodies the three accompanying documents, which contain the agreements and
commitments reached by the parties.

E. Both paties asume the commitment to submit the present resolution to nationd
debating and decison-making bodies and to the pertinent bodies of the state of Chigpas,
in the underdanding that the points indicated in subparagrggh B should dso be

conddered by said bodies as materid resulting from the didogue.

The present document and three documents that accompany it have been duly legdized
as agreements under the terms of the Rules of Procedure and of the Law for Didogue,
Conciliation and Dignified Peace in Chigpas, and are incorporated as such into the

Agreement for Concord and Pacification with Justice and Dignity.
